The 2010 Winter Olympic and Paralympic games will be held in Vancouver, Canada from February 12 to February 28, 2010 and March 12 to March 21, 2010, respectively.   The United States Department of Transportation’s (USDOT) Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA) is working with Transport Canada to obtain all relevant information, identify any restrictions and minimize impacts to the transport of HM.  As we receive information and confirm its accuracy we will post it on our website, www.phmsa.dot.gov/hazmat/regs/international under the “Upcoming World Events” link and update this situation report.

Status Updates:  
9/2/09 – Transport Canada has reported that there will be some restrictions on dangerous goods during the 2010 Winter Olympics.  TC is beginning stakeholder consultations on the Interim Orders in development under the Transportation of Dangerous Goods Act.  Once the consultation is complete (estimated 4 weeks) the Final Orders will be published and provided to the dangerous goods sector through industry associations as well as outreach to the affected stakeholders.
